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The Business School Dinkelsbühl and the Vocational College Rothen-
burg-Dinkelsbühl 

The Business School Dinkelsbühl is part of the Vocational College 

Rothenburg-Dinkelsbühl. This College has several branches located in 

Dinkelsbühl, Rothenburg o.d.T. and Bechhofen. Students of all profes-

sions pass their final exams before the Chamber of Commerce. The ad-

vanced technical college‘s certificate qualifies for studies at universities 

of applied science. We won Bavaria’s first price in the “i.s.i.-Competition” 

for the quality of our school development’s process in 2018.  

The Business School Dinkelsbühl has approximately 250 students in three different branches, 

starting in year five/six, year seven or year ten. The school employs 24 full time teachers, a 

caretaker and two secretaries. Four people work in the all-day-child-care facility. The students 

are eleven to 16 years old and pass their final exams “Mittlere Reife” (comparable to the “Jun-

ior Cycle” in Ireland/GCSE in England) after year ten. The school teaches a mix of general sub-

jects like Maths, Religious Education, History or German and economic subjects such as busi-

ness administration, Information Technology and accounting (the Bavarian school system: 

https://www.km.bayern.de/education-in-bavaria.html). To increase the employability we 

have a "practice firm" in which our students do virtual business with schools throughout Eu-

rope. English is taught as a main subject, Italian and French on a voluntary basis depending on 

availability of teachers. The school is located just outside the old town wall. The premises are 

constructed as a park, which hosted the horticultural show in 1990.  

International activities are part of our day-to-day school life. We have cooperated with many 

European schools and have coordinated several Erasmus+ projects successfully for over a dec-

ade. The school established partnerships with schools in Italy (Sardinia) and in Spain (Basque 
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Country) with annual exchanges of pupils. Many of our projects gained the “Quality Seal” of 

the German National Agency in Bonn. To honour our international achievements, we were 

awarded the "European Certificate" of the Bavarian Ministry of Culture as the only school of 

Central Franconia (which is our region in the state of Bavaria) in 2018. Besides we won the 

“European Innovative Teaching Award” in 2021 as one of only four German schools. Please 

see more information on our website www.ws-dkb.de. The German National Agency accepted 

our accreditation for new Erasmus+ projects in 2021. In the new era of the Erasmus+ pro-

gramme we will be allowed to employ assistant teachers from Ireland. 

The vocational school employs 58 teachers and 1,514 students in Dinkelsbühl, Bechhofen and 

Rothenburg. We qualify different professions ranging from industrial management assistants 

to nursery-nurses, and from cooks to mechanics. We have an internationalisation strategy (see 

below). We feel also responsible to fulfil a civic role and thus have organised events to help 

refugees' integration into society or talks on topics like healthy nutrition in the past, where 

we included parents as guests or experts. We are hosting foreign teachers in job shadowing 

projects regularly and have regularly hosted Italian assistant teachers since 2018. The school's 

staff takes part in individual Erasmus+ mobility projects every year. There are annual school 

events like sports events or school festivities which are organized by a great number of col-

leagues of the school.

We were also the coordinating school 

in the project Face:IT (Fun and Curriculum-Oriented Exercises: Information Technology with 

partners in Spain, Greece and Poland) and SEMF (Sport Events Make Friends) with partners in 

Sweden and Italy. We became a member of the Eco-Schools Cooperation as a result of our last 

Erasmus Plus Project.

School partnerships 

We cultivate our school partnerships and send groups of students to our partner schools in 

Sardinia or the Basque Country every year. 

Language School in the UK  

Every year the students of the 9th form spend a week at English language schools in Sussex or 

Kent.  

Erasmus Plus Project: Internships in the Republic of Ireland 

We send groups of students to work as interns in Irish companies for a fortnight every year. 

 

Final trip  

Each year our classes go on a final trip after their final exams in July. The destination changes 

every year. In the past years we took our students to international cities like Dublin, Edinburgh 

or Vienna, but also to major cities in Germany such as Hamburg or Berlin.
